Volunteers get the party started

Every year for the last 16, Best Friends
has hosted the Lint Roller Party to benefit
our Los Angeles Programs. It’s perhaps our
most high-profile event, usually held at one
illustrious venue or another in the city and
drawing a cast of celebrities and gener-
ous benefactors who sustain and enhance
Best Friends’ work in the Los Angeles area.
They give knowing that the area serves as
a seedbed and springboard for developing
and spreading nationwide our lifesaving
programs and campaigns that boost adop-
tions, end the sale of dogs bred in puppy
mills, keep feral cats out of shelters, and
otherwise contribute to our mission of No
More Homeless Pets.

Held October 3, 2009, at the Hollywood
Palladium, this year’s Lint Roller Party at-
tracted 600 attendees. But more impres-
sively, it also drew 116 volunteers, who
helped with selling advertising and tickets,
obtaining the silent auction items, manning
the silent auction, greeting guests, loading

and unloading supplies, setting up stage
lighting and sound, handing out gift bags,
serving as hosts, and taking photographs.

“The Lint Roller Party and virtually ev-
erything Best Friends’ L.A. Programs does
could not exist without the hard work and
dedication of our volunteers,” says Robin
Harmon, Los Angeles Programs adoptions
manager and Lint Roller volunteer coordi-
nator. “L.A. Programs has a small staff,
and we depend on our volunteers to assist
with every aspect of the Lint Roller Party.”

One of the people who volunteered at
this year’s Lint Roller, and at countless
other Best Friends events in the last 18
years, was Tom Symczak, no doubt the
longest-serving Best Friends volunteer in
the Los Angeles area.

Backin 1991, Symczak was working as
a front desk clerk at a Los Angeles Holi-
day Inn when Best Friends co-founders
Silva and Francis Battista checked in. The
couple was in town raising money for the
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launch of Los Angeles Programs and for
the sanctuary back in Utah.

Symczak asked about the mission be-
hind Best Friends. Having always had, as
he says, “a soft spot for animals,” Symczak
was moved. “| felt a connection between
what Best Friends stood for and what | in-
tuitively believed,” Symczak says.

Symczak, who now works as a manager
at a film and television post-production fa-
cility, has been a loyal Best Friends vol-
unteer ever since. Symczak was one of
several volunteers who set up the lighting
and sound for the 2009 Lint Roller stage
presentations and the live performance by
the Bangles.

Another longstanding Best Friends vol-
unteer who helped out at the Lint Roller
was Penny Altman. She coordinated the
group of eight psychics (all volunteers) who
gave readings at the event. Altman has
been volunteering for Best Friends for 15
years, and it was her sixth year serving at

the Lint Roller. When asked why she has
been so devoted to the organization, Alt-
man said simply, “I love Best Friends, and
| love the sanctuary.”

Several other longstanding Los Ange-
les volunteers concur with Altman, citing
their love of the sanctuary as the motivation
behind their dedication to Best Friends.
“There’s no place like it around,” says vol-
unteer January Welsh. “It’s like heaven for
the animals.” She and her twin sister, Ma-
rissa, both professional actors, served as
hosts at the Lint Roller Party and volunteer
frequently for Best Friends’ Puppies Aren’t
Products campaign and Pup My Ride, a
program to get dogs out of shelters and
puppy mills and into areas where they are
most likely to find their forever homes.

“Most of the volunteers love the sanctu-
ary and have been there, but their lives and
work are in L.A.,” Harmon says. “However,
they still want to contribute to Best Friends’
mission of No More Homeless Pets.”
